CONTINUATION OF THE SISTER CITY RELATIONSHIP WITH
JINGDEZHEN, CHINA

TO THE DOOR COUNTY BOARD OF SUPERVISORS:

WHEREAS, On May 25, 2004, Door County, Wisconsin, U.S.A. and the City of Jingdezhen,
Jiangxi Province, Peoples Republic of China established a Sister-City relationship and the final
Agreement was approved by the Door County Board of Supervisors in October of 2005 [Resolution
No's 2004-41 & 2004-56]; and

WHEREAS, On June 1, 2010, Door County and the City of Jingdezhen further established their
Sister-City relationship by entering into a Friendship City Relationship Agreement for a five year period
which remains in force unless one side terminates it; and

WHEREAS, In July of 2012 County Board Chair Dan Austad designated Door County Economic
Development Corporation Executive Director Bill Chaudoir and County Conservationist William
Schuster to lead an informal advisory group in an effort to explore continuing and strengthening the
Sister City relationship with the City of Jingdezhen; and

WHEREAS, On June 24, 2014, the County Board of Supervisors confirmed the appointment of
four County Board Supervisors fo the Jingdezhen Sister City Ad Hoc Advisory Group in addition to the
previously designated Bill Chaudoir and William Schuster [Resolution No. 2014-56]; and

WHEREAS, Since 2012 three different Sister City Delegations from Door County have traveled
to Jingdezhen and two Delegations from Jingdezhen have traveled to Door County to further
strengthen the Sister City relationship and exchange information concerning mutual projects; and

WHEREAS, The members of the Jingdezhen Sister City Ad Hoc Informal Advisory Group and
the volunteer members of the public recognize the mutually beneficial Sister-City relationship between
Door County and Jingdezhen that has developed and flourished; and

WHEREAS, The members of the Jingdezhen Sister City Ad Hoc Informal Advisory Group and
the volunteer members of the public are actively advancing ongoing mutually beneficial projects as
products of the Sister City relationship.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Door County Board of Supervisors recognizes
the continuing value of the Sister City relationship with the City of Jingdezhen and restates its
endorsement and support of efforts to maintain the relationship.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, That the 2016 Door County Budget include
a Jingdezhen Sister City Program account line of not to exceed $5,000.
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FISCAL IMPACT: The fiscal impact
of this resolution would be positive on
the budget of the Planning
Department, since the tax levy
required should be reduced by any
additional revenues generated by
these fees.

TRANSFER OF NON BUDGETED FUNDS—DOOR COUNTY CLERK
DOMINION VOTING — IMAGECAST EVOLUTION VOTING SYSTEM

TO THE DOOR COUNTY BOARD OF SUPERVISORS:

1 WHEREAS, In accordance with Section 65.90(5)(a) Wisconsin Statutes and Rules of Order
2 #19 the amounts of the various appropriations and the purposes for such appropriations stated in a
3 budget may not be changed unless authorized by a vote of two-thirds of the entire membership of
4 the County Board of Supervisors; and
5
6 WHEREAS, The current Accu-Vote System and TSX Voting System are at the end of their
7  useful lives; and
8
9 WHEREAS, Door County's purchase of electronic voting systems and technologies for use
10 county-wide serves a public purpose and is in the public interest. To wit: the use of common
11 electronic voting systems and technologies county-wide should increase efficiency and accuracy;
12 and buying such systems and technologies in bulk should reduce the overall cost; and
13
14 WHEREAS, There is not enough time between the November, 2015 County budget process
15 and the first primary election {February, 2016) to train municipal clerks, their poll workers and the
16 public on the use of the new electronic voting system; and
17
18 WHEREAS, The purchase of Imagecast Evolution Voting Systems in 2015 (one for each
19 municipality and three for the City) at a cost not to exceed $261,698, is deemed both reasonable and
20 necessary; and
21 :
22 WHEREAS, A Reserve for Election Equipment Account, #100.32134, was established for the
23 replacement of the Accu-Vote System and TSX Voting System, with such account now having a
24 balance of $141,454.60.

26 NOW, THEREFORE, BE [T RESOLVED, That the Door County Board of Supervisors does
27  hereby approve the purchase of Imagecast Evolution Voting Systems as described above.

29 BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, That the transfer of an amount not to exceed $120,241.40 from
30 the Unassigned Fund Balance to the Elections Capital Outlay Account, #100.10.1110.69901, to fund
31 purchase of the Imagecast Evolution Voling Systems is hereby approved. The remaining
32 $141,454.80 will come from the Reserve for Election Equipment Account, #100.32134.
